Book 
tokens are available to redeem until 31st March 2024 from a range of stores including participating Tesco, 
Asda and Sainsburys.

In addition, we would like to ask for your support in improving and expanding our school library.  If you 
have any books that you wish to donate, please can you kindly drop them into the school reception (on 
either provision).  We would also appreciate donations from any families who may have books in additional 
languages at home; we are keen to immerse all of our students in reading and would gratefully receive 
books to share with students who speak multiple languages.
